The Australian Government has a substantial

60% of year 2000 levels by 2050.  The government is 
also committed to an unconditional 5% reduction in 
green house gas emissions below 2000 levels by 2020, 
which represents a significant cut of around 27% on a 
per capita basis.  The Kyoto Protocol allows 
international trade of carbon reduction credits, a 
market valued at $60 billion USD in 2007.  The 
Australian Government has foreshadowed the 
introduction of a  Carbon Pollution Reduction Scheme 
(CPRS) after 2012.  Forest sequestration is expected to 
be a key platform in the proposed CPRS.  
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
